One corner will 

be dedicated to 

lifesaving in the past 

and now. Children will 

write their questions 

about the topic on fish 

that will swim along the 

ceiling. Our maths 

literacy and science 

working walls provide 

support for children 

when studying these 

key subjects.  

Developing the classroom 

 

The children will be involved in 

innovating the look of their 

classroom throughout the 

project. 

 

Each child will decorate their 

fish and on it record a question 

about the topic – something 

they want to learn. We will 

review these questions during 

the term as we address them.  

 

The children will populate the 

topic displays with their 

learning on Cornish shipwrecks 

and their writing around our 

class book, The Sand Horse by 

Cornish writer, Michael 

Foreman.
